      1.  Name 
The Club is called the “ THE INDEPENDENT PORSCHE ENTHUSIASTS CLUB” 

(hereafter called TIPEC or The Club”) 

2.  Objectives 

The objectives of the Club are to provide friendship and to bring benefits to the members

in their day to day ownership of, or interest in Porsche motor cars and to further enjoyment

of the marque. 

3.  Admission of members 

Membership of TIPEC is open to anyone over the age of 16 years who is either a Porsche

owner or Porsche Enthusiast, subject to acceptance by the Management Committee and is 

conditional upon strict observation of these, the Club Rules and payment of the 

subscriptions as and when due.

4.  Management Committee (hereafter called “The committee”)
4.1 The Management Committee shall comprise Officers and Members. Officers are 
defined as Chairperson, Treasurer, Vice Chairperson (up to two persons permitted) 
Membership Director and Marketing and Sales Director. Committee members are defined 
as persons who directly represent the Regions of the club and shall take the titles of 
Gruppe Director North, Gruppe Director Central and Gruppe Director South.  

4.2 Officers and Committee Members of the Club shall be appointed only at an AGM or an EGM convened for that purpose. The Management Committee may, however, appoint a club member to fill any other vacancy, which may occur on the Management Committee or co-opt onto the Management Committee any person at their discretion, but under no circumstances shall it change or increase the functional representation as duly elected at the preceding AGM.

4.3 The Management Committee shall meet at least two times during each term of office

at such times as it determines or at other times as the Chairperson deems necessary.

4.4 The Committee shall appoint a magazine editor. This position may be appointed for 

any duration as determined by the Management Committee.  

5. Subscriptions

All subscriptions and any joining fees shall be determined at an AGM or EGM specifically 

convened for that purpose.  The Treasurer shall put forward recommendations to the

appropriate meeting by way of a motion, determined by a simple majority vote.    

6. Expenditures and Expenses 

6.1. Management Committee Member Expenses and Expenditures 

These expenses and expenditures shall be met by the Club. All expenditures, expenses

shall be solely for the furtherance of the club as defined in Section 2 above. All expenses

and expenditures must be supported by receipts and made available upon request for

inspection by any member of the club at either an AGM or EGM. Such a request requires

14 days prior notice in writing to the Chairperson  

6.2. Management Committee Expenditures 

All expenditures of a non consumable nature made by the Committee for and behalf of the

Club shall be subject to prior approval by the Management Committee. Approval shall be 
by simple majority vote. In the event of a tied vote the Chairperson’s vote shall be deemed

the casting vote. All approved expenditures shall require the signature of two authorised

signatories of the club. The Treasurer shall monitor and independently record procedures.  

6.3. Club Member Expenses and Expenditures  

All expenditures and expenses shall be solely for the furtherance of the club as defined

in Section 2. Club member expenses and expenditures shall be met by the relevant

Region. Any single expenditure which will exceed £200 shall be referred to the

appropriate Gruppe Director. All such expenses or expenditures shall be supported by

receipt.  All records of expenditures are subject to inspection by the relevant Gruppe Director 

6.4. Regional Refunds 

A region may spend its refund in any way it wishes but in accordance with Rule 2 above.

However, this criteria has the following exceptions. 

All hardware items shall be provided centrally from club funds (examples of this are

gazebo’s and flags). All clothing shall be purchased via the club shop. All letters used for

communications, other than those used for communications to club members shall bear

the club logo in colour.   To meet the requirements of 6.3 above the Management 

Committee may refund to the membership a sum of money each year. The actual sum shall

be determined, by simple majority vote of the Management Committee. The determination of 

monies to each of the regions shall be on a proportional basis that reflects the numerical 

membership of each of the regions.     

7. Annual General Meeting 

7.1 The Club Chairperson must call an AGM of the Club with at least 28 days notice to all

members. Not more than 15 months shall elapse between each AGM.  

7.2 The Committee acting through the Treasurer, shall cause true accounts to be kept of the

assets & liabilities of the Club and of all monies received and expended by the Club and the

matters in respect of which such receipts & expenditures take place and shall lay before the

members at each AGM an Income & Expenditure Account together with a Balance Sheet and

Cash Flow Statement. These statements shall cover a period of one year and shall be made

up to 31 December preceding the AGM. Any request for auditing of the accounts shall be

made at the AGM. The accounts shall be verified by a selected Ordinary Club member when

warranted by exceptional circumstances.

7.3 The accounts shall be presented at the AGM for approval by majority vote. 
7.4 The Agenda at each Annual General Meeting shall be: -

   7.4.1 Apologies for absence.

   7.4.2 Approval of the minutes of the previous Annual General Meeting.

   7.4.3 Report by the Chairperson. 

   7.4.4 Report and presentation of Accounts by the Treasurer.

   7.4.5 Determination of subscriptions for the ensuing year.

   7.4.6 Election of Officers of the Club and Members of the Committee.

   7.4.7 Amendment to rules & constitution

   7.4.8 A.O.B. – Requests must be made in writing to the Chairperson at least 14 days
   before the date of the AGM. They will be published in the AGM agenda and distributed

   to attending members prior to commencement of the meeting. After this date any other

   items considered AOB topics shall be accepted at the discretion of the Chairperson. 

7.5 A quorum will be seven or more members. 

7.6 Minutes shall be taken at all general Meetings of the club.

8.  Extraordinary General Meeting 

    8.1 An Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM) of the Club may be called by

the Committee, or by request in writing to the Chairperson of not less than 20 

members. Such a request shall state the purpose for which the Meeting is to

be called and only such business shall be transacted at that meeting.

Twenty-one clear days notice must be given of an EGM. 

9.  Expulsion of Members

Any member violating these Club rules, leaving any financial obligations

unsatisfied, or acting in any way detrimental to the interests of the Club, shall 

be dealt with in a manner decided by the Management Committee. The

Committee shall have the power to expel any member from The Club and the 

Committee shall notify the member in writing of their decision. Any member 

expelled has the right of appeal to an Extraordinary General Meeting which 
shall be convened for that purpose. Notwithstanding the above any member of

the club who resigns from the club or formally expelled from the club shall have

no recourse to a refund of subscriptions in part or whole 

10. Modification of Rules 

Any alteration to these, the Club rules, can be made only at an AGM or an

EGM convened for that specific purpose.

11.
Honorary Membership 

The Club may appoint honorary membership to persons not otherwise entitled to be

members of the Club.  Honorary members shall be entitled to all Club privileges. 
12.   Life Membership
The Club may, at an AGM, bestow life membership on any existing member of the Club for meritorious service. Life members shall be entitled to all Club privileges. 

13. Free Membership

The Committee shall at their discretion, award one year’s free membership to any member 
of the club in recognition of services to the Club.

14   Club name 
14.1 The Independent Porsche Enthusiasts Club (TIPEC) name and logo is displayed 

at the top of these rules and is the only logo and name that shall be used for any

activities associated with the Club worldwide. 
14.2 Membership of the Club does not entitle anyone to use the “Porsche”  
registered trademarks. 
15.   Regions 
15.1 Members of the club will be registered with their nearest or chosen Region and will

 be advised of this Region, its Regional Organiser(s) (hereafter called ROs) and venue

upon acceptance of their membership.

15.2 The Committee will provide ROs from time to time with details, within the Data

Protection Act, of all members in their region.

15.3The Committee will approve Regions. These may be added to, or modified, at

 any time as considered necessary by the Committee. 

15.4 R.O’s will be normally elected by the members of the region. However, in the case of 
a newly formed, or previously inactive Region, a temporary appointment may be made by 

the Membership Director on behalf of the Committee.

15.5 The appointment of the RO will be for a period of 12 months. In the event that an

 RO becomes, in the opinion of the Committee, inactive, the relevant Regional Director 

 shall write to the RO to enquire as to his/her intentions and give a 14 day period in

 which to receive a reply. If no reply is received, or if a reply is, in the opinion of the

 Committee, unsatisfactory the Chairperson shall write and advise the RO that status

 is removed and a new RO shall be appointed in accordance with rule 15.4
 RO appointments will be acknowledged but do not require further ratification. 
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
